o Tighten the blade assembly screws and blade iron screws until they are snug.
o Check to see if any of the blades are cracked. If so, replace all the blades.
o Lower the canopy so it does not make contact with the ceiling.

Fan Only Operates at Slow Speeds

o Contact your nearest service representative or dealer.

Cleaning the Fan

For cleaning finishes, use a soft brush or lint-free cloth to prevent scratching. A vacuum cleaner brush nozzle can remove heavier dust. Remove surface smudges or accumulated dirt
and dust using a mild detergent and a slightly dampened cloth. You may use an artistic agent, but never abrasive cleaning agents as they will damage the finish. Clean wood finish
blades with a furniture polishing cloth. Occasionally, apply a light coat of furniture polish for added protection and beauty.
